▪ restrict activities because 

of concerns about falling 

▪ are interested in 

improving flexibility, 

balance and strength 

▪ are age 60 or older, 

ambulatory and able to 

problem-solve

plan to continue these exercises. 
Hopefully I’ll be jumping over the 
moon soon.”
